Princess and the Frog”), Sydney Elisabeth (“The Last O.G.”), Greg Grunberg (“Alias”), Camille
Guaty (“Ghosts of Girlfriends Past”), Asivak Koostachin (“Montana Story”), Adriana Aluna
Martinez, and Benjamin Charles Watson (“Designated Survivor”). Corbin Bernsen (“City on a
Hill”), Gail O’Grady (“Criminal Minds”), and Evan Jones (“Midnight Texas”) guest star. 
 
Duster is produced by Abrams’ Bad Robot Productions and Morgan’s TinkerToy Productions in
association with Warner Bros. Television for Max.
